Flying into London
(including information on Heathrow, Gatwick, City airport, Luton and Stansted) 

London train stations – Euston, kings cross, st pancras (inc international travel), Paddington, london bridge, Victoria, Liverpool Street

London Underground (tube) and buses
Tickets on public transport
Flying into London
The main airports serving London are Heathrow, Gatwick, City airport, Luton and Stansted. International trains go to St Pancras International Railway Station. 

Heathrow – quickest way into central London is to get the Heathrow Express train. This goes straight from the airport into London Paddington, and takes around 15 minutes.

However, that option is expensive (about £16 for a single or £30 for a return ticket). 

The London underground (tube) system also goes from Heathrow into central London. It will take 45 minutes to an hour, and cost around £3 to £5. See http://www.tfl.gov.uk/ for London travel information, and also for tube maps. Heathrow tube stations are on the Piccadilly (dark blue) line, at the bottom left corner of tube maps.

There are always plenty of cabs available at the taxi rank. The fare into central London will typically be around £50-60. 

Coaches go from the airport into various central London locations. This will take approx 1 hour, and probably cost between £8 and £15.  See http://www.nationalexpress.com for coach bookings.

Gatwick  - there is no underground system linking directly with Gatwick airport, so the easiest route into central London is by train, taking approx 30-40 minutes. Use  http://www.nationalrail.co.uk/ for tickets. A return fare will probably cost approx £15-25. 

Trains will typically go to either London Victoria or London Bridge. 

There are always plenty of cabs available at the taxi rank. The fare into central London will typically be around £60-80.

Coaches go from the airport into various central London locations. This will take approx 1 hour, and probably cost between £10 and £20.  See http://www.nationalexpress.com for coach bookings.

City airport – this is the closest airport to central London, and is located in east London. 

The Docklands Light Railway (DLR, a separate overground railway system that in effect links up with the tube/Underground) connects directly with the airport. Journey time using the DLR and the tube to get into central London are approx 30-40 minutes. 

There are always plenty of cabs available at the taxi rank. The fare into central London will typically be around £25-50.

Luton airport – Luton is situated approx 25 miles north of central London. Probably the best way to get into London is to hop on the free shuttle bus and go to Luton Parkway train station. Trains go from here into London St Pancras, and take around 25-30 minutes.  Return fares will be around £20-25.

Coaches take approx 1 hour and 10 minutes, and will cost around £20. See http://www.nationalexpress.com for coach bookings.

Taxi’s will cost around £70-80 to get into central London.

Stansted airport – Stansted is also situated approx 25 miles north of London. Trains go into Liverpool Street, take around 45 minutes and cost approx £30. Use  http://www.nationalrail.co.uk/ for tickets

Coaches take around 1 hour 30 minutes, and cost approx £10-20. See http://www.nationalexpress.com for coach bookings.

Taxi’s will cost around £70-80 to get into central London.

Trains into London (including Eurostar)
When booking trains, the earlier the better. There can often be a huge difference in price when buying tickets on the day, as opposed to booking them two or three months in advance.

St Pancras International and domestic terminals, and Kings Cross station

Eurostar trains from Europe come straight into St Pancras railway station. This map shows the station and also the Wellcome Trust (labelled as Wellcome Collection, next to Euston Square tube station).

Kings Cross train station is next to St Pancras.

The venue is only around 10-15 minute walk from the stations (less than 1km), or a short cab ride. Many buses also drive along the busy Euston Road.

Euston - Euston station is directly opposite the Wellcome Trust. 

Although this map isn’t totally clear, assuming you come out of the main entrance/exit, the busy road directly in front of you will be the Euston Road, with the Wellcome Trust more or less directly across the road.

Paddington – this station is approx 3km from the venue. 

This map shows the route above ground. 

Suggested travel from Paddington to the Wellcome Trust would be to use the Underground. The Circle Line (yellow) and Hammersmith and City line (pink) go from Paddington to Euston Square, which is directly next to the Wellcome Trust. Journey should take 10-15 minutes. 

Note that if using the Circle line, you would need to change train (and possibly change platform) at Edgware Road (although both trains are Circle line trains).

London Bridge – this station is approx 5km from the venue. 

This map shows the route above ground. 

Suggested travel from London Bridge to the Wellcome Trust would be to use the Underground. The Northern Line (black) goes directly to Euston station, and should take approx 15 minutes.

Victoria – this station is approx 5.5km from the venue. 

This map shows the route above ground. 

Suggested travel from London Bridge to the Wellcome Trust would be to use the Underground. The Victoria Line (light blue) goes directly to Euston station, and should take approx 15 minutes.

Liverpool Street – this station is approx 5km from the venue.

This map shows the route above ground. 

Suggested travel from London Bridge to the Wellcome Trust would be to use the Underground. Use either Hammersmith and City Line (pink), Circle Line (yellow), or Metropolitan Line (purple) to go direct to Euston Square. Journey should take approx 10-15 minutes.

London Underground (tube) and buses
One of the fastest and easiest ways to get around London is to use the Underground train network.

Tickets on public transport

The two cheapest ways of getting around on London public transport are – 

1. To buy a pay-as-you-go Oystercard 

2. To buy an all-day travelcard

Oystercards can be bought from all train stations, and many newsagents and shops. They can also be bought online. They cost £3, although that money is refunded if you return the card. Using an Oystercard for each journey guarantees the cheapest fare (buying individual tickets for each journey can be much more expensive). The amount of money taken off the card is also capped at the cost of a travelcard for that day.

All-day travelcards can also be bought at all stations and some shops. If you are staying in central London, then a zones 1 and 2 travelcard will be fine. See the TFL website for tube maps and the zones. Probably only worth buying a travelcard if you are planning to make at least three journeys in one day. They are also more expensive if bought before 9:30am (as this is during ‘peak hours’).
