East England – includes Cambridge, Norwich, University of East Anglia
East midlands – includes Nottingham, Leicester
Ireland (Northern) – includes Belfast
London – essentially means Greater London; as a rule of thumb, all institutions within the M25 e.g. UCL, LSHTM, St Georges, Imperial etc
North east – including Newcastle, Durham, Sunderland
North west – including Liverpool, Manchester, Keele
Scotland – including Edinburgh, Glasgow, St Andrews, Aberdeen
South east – excludes Greater London, includes Essex, Oxford, Southampton, Brighton & Sussex, Kent, Reading, Bedfordshire
South west – includes Porton Down, Plymouth, Bristol, Exeter, Bath
Wales – includes Cardiff, Swansea, Aberystwyth
West midlands – includes Birmingham, Warwick, Coventry
Yorkshire & Humber – includes Leeds, Sheffield, Bradford, Hull, 
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
